«Leaders of Sudan and South Sudan in Ethiopia for Talks» by Isma’il Kushkush

The presidents of Sudan and South Sudan, two nations that have been locked in a tense
dispute over borders, territory and oil since the south split off and became its own country
18 months ago, arrived in the Ethiopian capital, Addis Ababa, on Friday for a summit
meeting intended to speed up an agreement signed between both sides last September.

Both presidents were scheduled to meet Friday afternoon, but a report by a Sudanese
television channel said the summit meeting was postponed, without giving a reason.

The official Sudanese News Agency reported on Friday that a closed meeting was held
between President Omar al-Bashir of Sudan, Prime Minister Hailemariam Desalegn
of Ethiopia and Thabo Mbeki, chairman of the African Union panel facilitating the talks.
The meeting was to be followed by a similar closed meeting with President Salva Kiir of
South Sudan, the news agency said.

In a statement on Thursday, Secretary General Ban Ki-moon of the United Nations
welcomed the talks.“The secretary general encourages both presidents to address decisively
all outstanding issues between Sudan and South Sudan regarding security, border
demarcation and the final status of the Abyei Area, to urgently activate agreed border
security mechanisms, and implement all other agreements signed on 27 September 2012,”
the statement by Mr. Ban’s office read.

Secretary of State Hillary Rodham Clinton — along with the Norwegian foreign minister,
Espen Barth Eide, and the British foreign secretary, William Hague — issued a joint
statement in support of the talks emphasizing the “full implementation of all agreements on
their own terms and without preconditions or linkages between them, will help build
confidence and benefit the people of the two countries.”

South Sudan became independent from Sudan in July 2011, but a number of issues between
both states, including how to share oil wealth, the demarcation of borders and the disputed
district of Abyei, remained unresolved.

In January 2011, South Sudan shut down oil production, which flows from oil wells in the
south through pipelines and a refinery for export in the north. Both countries nearly came to
all-out war in April 2012 after the south took brief control of the border town of Heglig in
the north.

Under international pressure and the threat of United Nations sanctions, however, both sides
signed an agreement in Addis Ababa in September 2012 outlining solutions for unsettled
issues.

Carrying out the agreement, however, has gone slowly, with Sudan putting a precondition
that South Sudan first end its support for rebels inside Sudanese territory, an accusation
South Sudan denies.

The rebels are active in the Sudanese states of Blue Nile state and South Kordofan, which
border South Sudan. The rebels also fought alongside the South. South Sudan accuses
Khartoum of carrying out a real bombardments along the border, the last being on Thursday,
a day before the scheduled summit meeting.

Faisal Muhammad Salih, a Sudanese columnist, believes that despite what appeared to be a
lack of political will and the existence of what he described as “extremists on both sides”
who want to derail the implementation of the cooperation agreement, a compromise will be

About Death and the Afterlife

Death is the only constant in life. But our attitudes to it - and how we deal with its effects -
vary from place to place.

For the Babongo of Tanzania, when someone dies, families are inconsolable and grieving is
a whole community affair. The Babongo believe that the spirit of a dead person will linger
in the village it died in and cause harm, so the whole village must be cleansed. Women also
wash and wrap the body before the men carry it to the forest for burial. This done, the
women paint then their faces white for purification and stay up into the night, drumming,
dancing and singing.

The Babongo may have forests to bury their dead, but where do you bury your dead if you
live on the sea, in the arctic snow, or high up in the mountains? What do you do with a body
if there is no earth around in which to bury it or the temperature makes decomposition
impossible?

Few people have a deeper connection with the sea than the Bajau Laut of South-East Asia.
Sometimes known as “sea gypsies”, they live in house boats or stilt houses built on top of
coral reefs. And yet, even these masters of the waves don’t have graveyards in the water,
preferring to bury their dead on a special island instead.

Buddbhists usually cremate their dead rather than bury them, but high in the Himalayas there
is no wood for the Dho Tarap community to use as fuel. So, for more than a thousand years,
they have relied on griffon vultures to help them dispose of their dead. What’s more, the
Buddhist families see this Sky Burial as a sacred act, an offering that, in death, will sustain
the life of another animal.

In some places the dead are just as important as the living. In Madagascar, for instance, the
bones of ancestors are exhumed each year, washed by relatives, and revered. It’s an
occasion for laughter and celebration and ensures that dead ancestors play an important role
in the life of the living.

In Oaxaca, Mexico, the Day of the Dead is a time to celebrate and to remember relatives as
they were when they were alive. Revellers throw parties in graveyards to welcome back the
spirits of the dead and huge parades snake through the city, with people dressed in all sorts
of morbid costumes. One of the most common is of a rich old lady called Katrina,
reminding people that even money can’t stave off death.



But even if it can’t stave off death, perhaps money can buy back life. Instead of placing
their faith in religion, some people in the USA are placing their faith in science and opting
to be cryogenically frozen. Just because scientists can’t bring the dead back to life just yet,
they reason, that doesn’t mean they won’t be able to in the future. Will this be then the death
of death?

About Coming of Age

Coming of age is the transition from child to adult, boy to man, girl to woman. But when
exactly that happens — and how you celebrate or action the change - may depend entirely on
where in the world you live.

In the UK, depending on your point of view, people come of age when they reach 16, 18 or
21 years old. At 16 you can get married without parental consent in England and Scotland,
but you have to wait until you are 18 before you are allowed to vote, drink alcohol, or buy
cigarettes. Turning 21, in comparison, has few legal effects but may be even more
strenuously celebrated.

In other cultures, the graduation into adulthood may not depend on age so much as on
experience and development. Young Hamar boys of Ethiopia, for instance, becoming a man
is marked when they can run four times over the backs of their cattle, while the boys of
Brazil’s Xavante tribe come of age through a series of tasks including spending fifteen days
immersed in water.

Only allowed to leave the water for the occasional sleep, the men-in-waiting are taken to the
point of complete exhaustion under the watchful eyes and instruction of the village elders.
Once their skin is sufficiently softened, the boys are then ritually scarred and their ears
pierced with the bone of a jaguar. Having proved their stamina, they are finally painted with
red dye as a sign of their transition to manhood.

Girls, too, have their initiation ceremonies, some more enjoyable than others. In many parts
of Latin America, for instance, girls are thought to come of age when they turn fifteen and
the occasion is often marked by a lavish party called a quinceafiera. Further north, in the
USA, wealthier families hold grand debutante balls at which parents present their daughters
into high society.



Other female initiation ceremonies might not be quite so enjoyable. In parts of Brazil,
Colombia and Peru, a Tikuna girl’s first period heralds a ceremony in which she is painted
black, adorned with eagle feathers, and made to sing, dance, and jump over fires for up to
four days — all without much sleep. This done, she is then placed in isolation for up to six
months during which time she is taught about the history of her people and informed of her
future responsibilities. For her, childhood is very much a thing of the past.

Infants are known for their impressive ability to learn language, which most scientists say
kicks in somewhere around the six-month mark. But a new study indicates that language
recognition may begin even earlier, while the baby is still in the womb. Using a creative
means of measurement, researchers found that babies could already recognize their mother
tongue by the time they left their mothers’ bodies.
The researchers tested American and Swedish newborns between seven hours and three
days old. Each baby was given a pacifier hooked up to a computer. When the baby sucked
on the pacifier, it triggered the computer to produce a vowel sound—sometimes in English
and sometimes in Swedish. The vowel sound was repeated until the baby stopped sucking.
When the baby resumed sucking, a new vowel sound would start.
The sucking was used as a metric to determine the babies’ interest in each vowel sound.
More interest meant more sucks, according to the study soon to be published in Acta
Paediatrica. In both countries, babies sucked on the pacifier longer when they heard foreign
vowel sounds as compared to those of their mom’s native language. The researchers suggest
that this is because the babies already recognize the vowels from their mothers and were
keen to learn new ones. Hearing develops in a baby’s brain at around the 30th week of
pregnancy, which leaves the last 10 weeks of gestation for babies to put that newfound
ability to work. Baby brains are quick to learn, so a better understanding of these
mechanisms may help researchers figure out how to improve the learning process for the
rest of us.

“100th Anniversary of Roald Amundsen Reaching South Pole—How the Grueling

It was the strangest of all races. Two teams of five men each—one British, the other
Norwegian—set out at the beginning of the 1911 Antarctic summer, both bent on becoming
the first explorers to reach the South Pole.

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“Hot chocolate tastes better in an orange cup” from Agence France Presse
European scientists say they have found further evidence that how you serve food and drink
matters hugely in the perception of taste.Researchers at the Polytechnic University of
Valencia and the University of Oxford recruited 57 volunteers and asked them to taste hot
chocolate served in plastic cups with four different colours — white, cream, red and orange
with white on the inside.
The chocolate was the same in all the samples, but the volunteers found that the flavour was
better when the drink was served in the orange or cream-coloured cups."The colour of the
container where food and drink are served can enhance some attributes like taste and
aroma," Betina Piqueras-Fiszman of the Polytechnic University of Valencia said in a press
release.
The findings could be beneficial to chefs and food manufacturers, Piqueras-Fiszman added.
Previous research has found that yellow containers boost the perception of flavour of
lemons in soft drinks; beverages with cold colours, like blue, seem more thirst-quenching
than warm colours like red; and if drinks are pink, they are perceived as being more sugary.

"Better Than Human: Why Robots Will — And Must — Take Our Jobs" by Kevin
Kelly

It’s hard to believe you’d have an economy at all if you gave pink slips to more than half the
labor force. But that—in slow motion—is what the industrial revolution did to the
workforce of the early 19th century. Two hundred years ago, 70 percent of American
workers lived on the farm. Today automation has eliminated all but 1 percent of their jobs,
replacing them (and their work animals) with machines. But the displaced workers did not
sit idle. Instead, automation created hundreds of millions of jobs in entirely new fields.
Those who once farmed were now manning the legions of factories that churned out farm
equipment, cars, and other industrial products. Since then, wave upon wave of new
occupations have arrived—appliance repairman, offset printer, food chemist, photographer,
web designer—each building on previous automation. Today, the vast majority of us are
doing jobs that no farmer from the 1800s could have imagined.by the end of this century, 70
percent of today’s occupations will likewise be replaced by automation. Yes, dear reader,
even you will have your job taken away by machines. In other words, robot replacement is
just a matter of time. This upheaval is being led by a second wave of automation, one that is
centered on artificial cognition, cheap sensors, machine learning, and distributed smarts.
This deep automation will touch all jobs, from manual labor to knowledge work.

First, machines will consolidate their gains in already-automated industries. After robots
finish replacing assembly line workers, they will replace the workers in warehouses. Speedy



bots able to lift 150 pounds all day long will retrieve boxes, sort them, and load them onto
trucks. Fruit and vegetable picking will continue to be robotized until no humans pick
outside of specialty farms. Pharmacies will feature a single pill-dispensing robot in the back
while the pharmacists focus on patient consulting. Next, the more dexterous chores of
cleaning in offices and schools will be taken over by late-night robots, starting with easy-to-
do floors and windows and eventually getting to toilets. The highway legs of long-haul
trucking routes will be driven by robots embedded in truck cabs.

All the while, robots will continue their migration into white-collar work. We already have
artificial intelligence in many of our machines; we just don’t call it that. Witness one piece
of software by Narrative Science (profiled in issue 20.05) that can write newspaper stories
about sports games directly from the games’ stats or generate a synopsis of a company’s
stock performance each day from bits of text around the web. Any job dealing with reams of
paperwork will be taken over by bots, including much of medicine. Even those areas of
medicine not defined by paperwork, such as surgery, are becoming increasingly robotic.
The rote tasks of any information-intensive job can be automated. It doesn’t matter if you
are a doctor, lawyer, architect, reporter, or even programmer: The robot takeover will be
epic.

And it has already begun.

“The Hammer”

The hammer may be the oldest tool we have record of. Stone hammers—some of the oldest
human artifacts ever discovered—date back as early as 2,600,000 BCE. Not only is the
hammer the oldest tool, but it is also the greatest. What makes the hammer so great is its
simplicity, power, and usefulness.

The structure of the hammer is relatively simple—a fact largely responsible for its early
invention and widespread distribution across cultures and geographic regions. The hammer
is composed of two main parts: a handle and a head. The handle is used to swing the
hammer. The head is used to hit other objects.

While the hammer is a very simple tool, it is still able to generate tremendous power. This
power results from two factors: the weight of the head, and the speed at which the hammer
is swung. Every hammer (though some more than others) has a large distribution of weight
at the head. When a hammer is swung, this weight pivots about the hand, which acts as a
fulcrum. The handle carries the weight at a distance, acting as a lever arm, so a longer
handle means increased speed. The weight of the head together with the speed generated by
the lever arm is what gives the hammer so much power. The heavier the head and the faster
it is swung, the more power a hammer produces.

In addition to the hammer's great power, it also has an exceptionally wide range of useful
applications. The purpose of the hammer-- to hit-- is a universal action that can accomplish
many tasks. Let's start with the obvious: a hammer can be made to pound nails. But a
hammer has many other uses as well. It can break apart hard objects such as brick or
concrete. It can bend and shape metal or steel. It can gently tap objects to make small
adjustments. It can be used to make sculpture or pottery. It can be used in the hot, harsh
business of blacksmithing as well as in delicate operations like crafting jewelry. In times of
desperation, it can even be used as a weapon.



The hammer truly is a great tool. It is simple, powerful, and useful. A quintessential symbol
of labor, the hammer has come to represent hard work and embody the spirit of human
industry.

“Guinness Book of World Records”

The biggest house of cards, the longest tongue, and of course, the tallest man: these are
among the thousands of records logged in the famous Guinness Book of Records. Created in
1955 after a debate concerning Europe's fastest game bird, what began as a marketing tool
sold to pub landlords to promote Guinness, an Irish drink, became the bestselling copyright
title of all time (a category that excludes books such as the Bible and the Koran). In time,
the book would sell 120 million copies in over 100 countries— quite a leap from its humble
beginnings.

In its early years, the book set its sights on satisfying man's innate curiosity about the
natural world around him. Its two principal fact finders, twins Norris and Ross McWhirter,
scoured the globe to collect empirical facts. It was their task to find and document aspects of
life that can be sensed or observed, things that can be quantified or measured. But not just
any things. They were only interested in superlatives: the biggest and the best. It was during
this period that some of the hallmark Guinness Records were documented, answering such
questions as "What is the brightest star?" and "What is the biggest spider?"

Once aware of the public's thirst for such knowledge, the book'’s authors began to branch out
to cover increasingly obscure, little-known facts. They started documenting human
achievements as well. A forerunner for reality television, the Guinness Book gave people a
chance to become famous for accomplishing eccentric, often pointless tasks. Records were
set in 1955 for consuming 24 raw eggs in 14 minutes and in 1981 for the fastest solving of a
Rubik's Cube (which took a mere 38 seconds). In 1979 a man yodeled non-stop for ten and a
quarter hours.

In its latest incarnation, the book has found a new home on the internet. No longer restricted
to the confines of physical paper, the Guinness World Records website contains seemingly
innumerable facts concerning such topics as the most powerful combustion engine, or the
world's longest train. What is striking, however, is that such facts are found sharing a page
with the record of the heaviest train to be pulled with a beard. While there is no denying that
each of these facts has its own, individual allure, the latter represents a significant deviation
from the education-oriented facts of earlier editions. Perhaps there is useful knowledge to be



gleaned regarding the tensile strength of a beard, but this seems to cater to an audience more
interested in seeking entertainment than education.
Originating as a simple bar book, the Guinness Book of Records has evolved over decades
to provide insight into the full spectrum of modern life. And although one may be more
likely now to learn about the widest human mouth than the highest number of casualties in a
single battle of the Civil War, the Guinness World Records website offers a telling glimpse
into the future of fact-finding and record recording.

“A Revolution On The Page: Finding Identity In Poetry” by Roya Hakakian

An immigrant's arrival in America has a distinct physical beginning marked by the landing
of one's plane. But there's another arrival, the cultural one, that's incremental, perpetual.

Of these latter sorts of arrivals, the most memorable for me occurred nearly 20 years ago. |
was still a new refugee, my heart's gaze fixed upon all that I'd left behind — upon Iran and
the beloved language which, to the fledgling poet in me, meant everything at the time.

My encounter with America, from the moment we drove away from the airport and | saw
layer after layer of bridge and road piled vast and high, had dwarfed me through and
through. The currency of everything | knew or had was of no value in the American bazaar.
Everything here was bigger, better or, as displayed on every shampoo bottle, at least 20
percent more.

Except, and this was my sole consolation, for the treasury of poetry | carried in my head.
Persian literature with its ancient tradition of verse was how | cured homesickness and
soothed the melancholic byproducts of displacement.

When feelings of insecurity or inadequacy arose, | fought them, knowing that America,
however great, could not match my country's peerless poetry.

Rumi, Omar Khayyam, Hafez were no longer simply writers but the pillars of my
reconfigured identity. And when has identity ever been reconfigured without a note of
superiority? No verse in this towering new land could outdo the love, passion, devotion and
yearning, the beauty in the ones | knew.

I'd rested in that certainty when a poem by Theodore Roethke unsettled me. It was called
"My Papa's Waltz."



It's a short poem, all of four stanzas. The verses were spare and simple as if the urgency of
their meaning makes the use of every trope and device a hindrance. It is the absence of the
ornate that lets the presence of the tragedy at the core of the poem shine so brilliantly.
The effect of a great work of literature is often to unhinge its reader, to strip her of all
previously cherished beliefs down to discomfiting nakedness. Roethke's "Waltz" did just
that. It abruptly unveiled to me everything that centuries of Persian poetry had not — to
shift the focus from the outward life to the life at home. To portray the father, the most
revered figure in the culture I knew, in a negative light — in essence, to question his
credibility and authority. Roethke had pulled the pedestal from beneath the taboo.
To me, someone whose most formative adolescent experience had been the Iranian
revolution of 1979, what Roethke had done was to conduct a revolution on the page. Upend,
truly end, the ubiquity, the sanctity of the household "king." Something that generations of
Persian poets, who had elegantly written against the tyranny of political rulers, had never
challenged.
Once, | arrived in America on an airplane. Later, | arrived deeper yet on the wings of
Roethke's verse. Here, no one was too sacred to be spared critical examination. Suddenly |
had access to a whole new reservoir of writing material, and | knew freedom in its most
tangible and consequential way.

From “US Will Be 2-4 Degrees Hotter In Coming Decades, New Climate Report Says”
Temperatures will continue to rise in America, "with the next few decades projected to see
another 2 degrees [Fahrenheit] to 4 degrees [Fahrenheit] of warming in most areas,”
according to the latest National Climate Assessment, which came out Friday afternoon.

That means we can expect to see more “extreme weather events," according to the report,
such as heavy precipitation — particularly in the Northeast and Midwest — and intense
Atlantic hurricanes. Other parts of the U.S. will experience heat waves and droughts,
especially in the West.

By 2100, U.S. temperatures are projected to rise 3 to 5 degrees, under the most optimistic
estimates — and 5 to 10 degrees if global greenhouse gas emissions continue to increase.
While it doesn't seem to bring any startling new facts to the table, the assessment's authors
say that "evidence for a changing climate has strengthened considerably" since the last
report, issued in 2009.



Some of that evidence has been on display recently. Earlier this week, we were told that

2012 was the hottest year on record for most of the U.S. The year's weather, marked by

droughts and powerful storms, led NPR's Adam Frank to call 2012 “the year that climate

change got real for Americans."

Seeking to highlight the everyday effects of those changes, the report's advisory committee

included a "Letter to the American People,” in which they laid out some of the ways the

changing weather has begun to affect livelihoods and futures:

"Many more impacts of human-caused climate change have now been observed. Corn

producers in lowa, oyster growers in Washington State, and maple syrup producers in

Vermont have observed changes in their local climate that are outside of their experience.

So, too, have coastal planners from Florida to Maine, water managers in the arid Southwest

and parts of the Southeast, and Native Americans on tribal lands across the nation." The

1,193-page report, the work of more than 240 scientists, is in "draft" form; it has been
released for three months of review and comment by other scientists and the public.

Jérémie Fontanieu se démene comme
un beau diable et soudain s'exclame quand un éléve qui n'intervient jamais répond a une
question : « ca fait plaisir ! » et la classe jubile. Tout d'un coup, on se dit qu'on aurait réve
d'assister a un cours comme celui-la. « Il ne fait pas juste un cours. Il s'investit, il parle
d'autres sujets pour nous impliquer », ttmoigne Yoana, une grande noire aux fines tresses. «
Je comprends mieux et j'apprends bien », continue David, un petit costaud aux yeux bridés.
« On est captivés », confirme Doriane.

Ces éléves aux niveaux disparates, le jeune prof, ancien de Sciences-Po, les a découverts en
septembre, peu motivés et pas du tout travailleurs. Ayant lu tout Pierre Bourdieu et Bernard
Lahire, il savait la reproduction sociale de I'école, le plafond de verre pour ces enfants de
banlieue et le déterminisme fataliste des enseignants. Mais pas question de laisser faire. « Je
voulais changer cette fatalité¢ », dit-il d'un ton péremptoire. Sans recette pédagogique
particuliére, en tatonnant, il s'est forgé une méthode a lui, faites de consignes simples et
répétitives: relire ses cours tous les soirs et « bosser, bosser, bosser ». Et si les eleves ne
veulent pas travailler, il les forcera avec I'aide des parents.

Des la rentrée, ces derniers sont invités avec empressement a assister a une reunion. Le
jeune homme n'y va pas avec le dos de la cuillere: « je leur ai dit que leur enfant aurait le
bac, qu'il pourra s'engager dans des brillantes études s'il travaillait mais que pour ¢a, javais
besoin d'eux derriere », se souvient M. Fontanieu. Tous les lundis matin, un QCM vient
verifier la lecon apprise ou pas. lls sont corriges dans les deux heures et notés sevérement.
Deés qu'un éleve n'a pas bien répondu, ses parents sont prévenus par SMS. Heures de colle
d'un coté, ordinateur ou Playstation confisqué de l'autre: les pressions ne laissent pas
d'échappatoire, il faut travailler. « Les éléves se sont sentis cernés. Ils ont fait la gueule et
puis s'y sont mis. Tous! »



Les notes ont suivi la courbe des efforts. La classe a progressé, les plus faibles comme les
meilleurs. Jérémie Fontanieu ne donne jamais de devoirs écrits pour ne pas accroitre les
inégalités entre ceux qui ont des parents qui peuvent les aider et les autres. Mais a coup de
sorties scolaires, d'un weekend d'intégration (avec une sortie a la féte de I’Humanité pour
assister a un débat d'économistes), d'invitations de personnalités en classe, de consignes
passees sur Facebook et un journal de classe, il a créé un esprit collectif, la « team TES2 ».
Les parents recoivent leur coup de fil ou SMS hebdomadaire mais de plus en plus souvent
pour des encouragements et des félicitations. D'autres professeurs ont commencé a
collaborer. Pas tous car la « methode Fontanieu » agace et derange. « Certains de mes
collegues voient ca comme une remise en cause et attendent que je me plante », remarque le
jeune prof, un brin orgueilleux.
Les ados, eux, en redemandent. Laura et Randa ont été repéchées en fin de premiére. Depuis
le debut de I'année, elles ont décollé. « En voyant les résultats, on a vu qu'on n'était pas béte.
Et le prof nous encourageait. On a fini par croire aussi en nous », explique la premiére,
petite blonde menue. Tout sourire, M. Fontanieu boit du petit lait. « Je suis juste un miroir.
Quand ils travaillent ces éleves peuvent déchirer », feint-il de répondre. Le professeur
principal s'est quand méme beaucoup donné. Chague semaine, deux heures sont consacrees
aux envois de SMS et contact avec les parents. Lui y croit a son pari. En juin, la TES 2 aura
son bac. Et d'affirmer sans complexe : « Je suis la pour trente ans. On fera de ce lycée un
des meilleurs du 93 parce qu'avec la confiance entre collegues et avec les parents, on peut
changer le monde ! »

S’appuyant sur divers traités et textes internationaux, dont la Convention relative aux droits
de I’enfant, de nombreuses associations et ONG se mobilisent tous les jours dans le monde
pour que diminue le nombre d’enfants enr6lés* dans des groupes armés. C’est le cas de la «
Coalition pour interdire ’utilisation d’enfants-soldats », association mondiale créée en 1998
et animée par le HRW (Human Rights Watch). C’est le cas également de nombreuses ONG
qui, dans des dizaines de pays, viennent en aide aux enfants-soldats, assurant leur protection
et leur garantissant, quand c’est possible, un suivi médical et une scolarisation. C’est le cas
surtout du Fonds des Nations unies pour I’enfance (Unicef). Pression auprés des Etats,
campagnes de sensibilisation. Grace aux actions concertées de ces organisations, des
milliers d’enfants sont chaque année tirés des griffes* de la violence et de la guerre. En
févier 2001, I’Unicef a ainsi coordonné la démobilisation de plus de 2500 enfants agés de 8
a 18 ans qui servaient dans les rangs de I’Armée de libération des peuples du Soudan
(SPLA) dans le sud de ce pays, en les acheminant dans des camps de transit.

En brisant le fatum des itinéraires sociaux, en augmentant le temps de la formation, en
accroissant l'autonomie des individus, les sociétés modernes ont invente la jeunesse et celle-
ci ne cesse de s'allonger, jusqu'a 25 ans et au-dela. Le plus souvent, on insiste sur les causes
négatives de cet allongement : I'errance de petit job en emploi précaire, la difficulté et le
stress des études... Et les discours sur la jeunesse, surtout les sérieux, mettent en scéne les
aspects dramatiques d'une expérience écrasée par les angoisses et les contradictions de la
société. Or, la plupart du temps, la jeunesse est heureuse, ni aussi tragique ni aussi banale
que ne le dessinent les clichés. La jeunesse moderne est construite comme une double
épreuve. D'une part, elle est une conquéte d'autonomie, une sortie de la dépendance
enfantine, une découverte de soi, de ses godts, de ses amitiés. D'autre part, elle est un
investissement dans le travail scolaire et dans la formation professionnelle, en une longue
compétition qui permet d'acquérir progressivement un statut d'adulte.

Presque tous les jeunes déclarent aimer leur collége ou leur lycée. Dans la plupart des cas,
ils désignent moins les cours et les enseignants que l'espace d'une vie ponctuée par les
conquétes progressives d'une liberté nichée dans les interstices de lI'organisation scolaire : le
temps des amours et des amities, celui des premieres fois, avec la ronde des mini-bandes,
des codes cachés et des fous rires. Au collége et au lycée, on pratique l'art de la
conversation, celui de la complicité, des petites passions partagées dans un sentiment de
légereté et d'insouciance puisque rien n'est définitif. (...) Les jeunes sont moins soumis aux
impératifs moraux qu'a ceux du succes. On ne leur demande pas d'étre vertueux, mais d'étre
efficaces et de parvenir a une réussite scolaire capable de garantir I'avenir. S'il n'est pas
moralement condamnable de vivre une passion amoureuse, mieux vaut qu'elle ne
compromette pas la mention au baccalaureat.

Pourquoi y a-t-il si peu de mathématiciennes?

Capacites intellectuelles ou problemes d’orientation ? Jean-Luc Nothias s’interroge sur les
vraies raisons de la faible présence féminine dans cette discipline.

C’est a la fin du XIXe sie¢cle que les scientifiques commencent a s’intéresser, de maniére «
raisonnée », aux capacités intellectuelles des hommes et des femmes. La conclusion a alors
été rapidement et « solidement » établie : le cerveau plus petit des femmes faisait que leurs
capacités intellectuelles €taient limitées. Fort heureusement pour tout le monde, on n’en est
plus la. Pourtant, il reste, dans le monde de la science, quelques domaines qui semblent
réservés aux hommes. C’est le cas des mathématiques.

Ainsi, a la fondation Sciences mathématiques de Paris, il y a moins de 20 % de femmes.
Une toute récente étude a tenté de comprendre pourquoi il y avait tellement plus de
mathématiciens que de mathématiciennes. En analysant les données recueillies lors des
épreuves d’évaluation dans le primaire et le secondaire, on constate qu’il n’y a aujourd’hui
pas de différences de performances entre filles et garcons. Les capacités intellectuelles
masculines et féminines sont en moyenne les mémes.

En allant dans le détail, on voit que les filles ont, au début, un petit avantage pour le calcul,
avantage qui disparait par la suite. On ne trouve aucune différence en ce qui concerne la
compréhension de concepts abstraits ou dans la résolution de problemes complexes. Mais
une différence apparait en fin de cursus scolaire, les garcons prenant dans ce dernier
domaine un avantage sur les filles. C’est le moment de [’orientation vers les études
supérieures. Et, en France, beaucoup moins de filles que de garcons vont choisir la voie des
sciences dites « dures », parmi lesquelles les mathématiques. Pourtant, beaucoup de filles
s’estiment «bonnes en maths», mais n’ont jamais envisagé d’y faire carriére; un premier
indice expliquant peut-étre le faible nombre de femmes en mathématiques.

Une «image» tres masculine

Comme toujours, 1’histoire peut apporter des enseignements intéressants. Y a-t-il, ou y a-t-il
eu, des génies féminins des mathématiques ? La réponse est oui. Et pas qu’une. L’une des
plus emblématiques est MarieSophie Germain. Née en 1776, elle est ’'une des premicres
mathématiciennes francaises autodidactes. Elle prendra un pseudonyme masculin pour
poursuivre ses travaux qui, revisités il y a peu, ont montré qu’elle avait imaginé les
prémisses des travaux de Poincaré. Une équation, entre autres, porte son nom. Mais aucune
femme n’a encore eu la médaille Fields, 1’équivalent du prix Nobel pour les mathématiques.
Les maths font-elles peur aux femmes? Interrogées, nombre de mathématiciennes le
contestent. Mais des femmes ayant choisi d’autres disciplines scientifiques reconnaissent
qu’elles n’ont méme pas envisagé cette possibilité.

Début mars, a Toulouse, des éléves de 6e ont planté la premiere micro-forét de la ville.
ljourlactu était la pour assister a cette experience ! Mais c'est quoi, une micro-forét ? Et a
quoi ¢a sert ? Diego, Eulalie et leurs copains t'expliquent tout !
Début mars, une trentaine de collégiens ont affronté la pluie, le vent et le froid pour
accomplir leur mission : planter une micro-forét a Toulouse, prés du canal du Midi. Cette
opération était organisée par le collectif Micro-forét de Toulouse.
Mais c'est quoi, une micro-forét?
Une micro-forét est un ensemble d'arbres que I'on plante sur une toute petite surface. « Cette
forét est trés dense, car on compte environ 3 arbres au metre carré », explique Grégory
Guédon, membre du collectif Micro-forét. C'est comme si tu plantais 3 ou 4 arbres dans
I'espace d'un petit placard !L'avantage de cette méthode, c'est sa rapidité. En plantant les
arbres serrés les uns contre les autres, on les incite a grandir trés vite. Et la forét atteint sa
taille adulte en 20 ans seulement, au lieu de 200 ans dans la nature.
Quels arbres y trouve-t-on?
Une micro-forét se compose uniquement d'especes locales. Pourquoi ? Parce que ces arbres
vont s‘adapter beaucoup mieux au climat, au sol et a I'environnement de la ville ou ils sont
plantés. A Toulouse, par exemple, les éléves ont planté des pousses de chénes, de frénes ou
encore de bouleaux. Ce sont des arbres que I'on trouve trés souvent en France.
A quoi sert une micro-forét?
Ce sont des foréts trés riches en biodiversité. En ville, elles permettent d'attirer des animaux,
de sauvegarder des especes d'arbres locales, mais aussi d'absorber la pollution.Par exemple,
la micro-forét plantée par les collégiens se trouve a coté du périphérique toulousain. Une
partie du CO2 rejeté par les voitures pourra étre capté par les arbres.

»Umwelthauptstadt“ Freiburg hat Spitzenwerte
Durch eine integrierte Stadt- und Verkehrsplanung hat es Freiburg geschafft, den
Autoverkehr auf die Verkehrsmittel Offentlicher Personennahverkehr (OPNV), Fahrrad-
und Fulverkehr zu verlagern und den nicht verlagerbaren Autoverkehr so Umwelt - und
stadtvertraglich wie mdglich abzuwickeln. Wichtige Bausteine dieser Verkehrspolitik sind
der Ausbau des OPNV, die Komplettierung des Radverkehrsnetzes, die Biindelung des
Autoverkehrs auf stadtvertragliche Trassen, die Verkehrsberuhigung der Wohngebiete und
die Beschrankung des Parkraumangebots.

Hingegen fahren in Bussen und Bahnen 18 Prozent (1982: 11 Prozent) und mit dem Fahrrad
gar 26 Prozent (1982: 15 Prozent). Das sind Werte, die Freiburg zum ,,leuchtenden Vorbild
in Deutschland machen®, sagte Reinhold Baier, Verkehrsplaner aus Aachen, der
Verkehrsentwicklungsplane fir 40 Stadte erarbeitet hat. Dass hier etwas Besonderes
gelungen ist in einem Sektor, der sonst weltweit von einer stdndigen Zunahme des
umweltbelastenden Autoverkehrs gekennzeichnet ist, zeigen auch zunehmende Touristen-
und Einwohnerzahlen.

Online-Spiel als Lebensinhalt?

Langeweile in der freien Zeit? Kein Problem: Fir viele junge Menschen sind Online-
Computerspiele das Mittel der Wahl fir die Freizeitgestaltung. Im Rahmen einer Studie
uber Videospiele gaben 60% der Befragten 13- bis 15-Jahrigen an, mehr als 30 Stunden
wdchentlich im Internet zu spielen. Doch dachte man bisher, dass es hauptséchlich
Jugendliche sind, die Online-Spiele lieben, stellte sich nun heraus, dass auch immer mehr



tiber 30-Jahrige stundenlang am PC sitzen und spielen. Uber 30% dieser Gruppe verbringen
sogar mehr als vier Stunden pro Tag damit, obwohl die meisten berufstétig sind.

Die Studie ergab zudem, dass auch die Anzahl weiblicher Dauerzockerinnen
zunimmt. 80% der befragten Frauen spielen mehr als drei Stunden am Tag, 10% sogar uber
zehn Stunden taglich. Vier von funf Befragten sind Mitglieder von Zusammenschliissen wie
Clans oder Gilden, die ihre Spielstrategien gemeinsam verfolgen. Und jede Dritte betreibt
die Online-Spiele wettkampfmé&Rig, indem sie in die Liga gegen andere Spieler eintritt.
Schon allein daraus und natirlich auch aus der hohen Anzahl von Spielern sowie dem
ungeheuren Zeitaufwand sieht man, wie erheblich die Suchtgefahr ist, die solche Spiele mit
sich bringen kénnen.

Bei vielen Spielern, die in eine solche virtuelle Gemeinschaft eintreten, beherscht
diese nach und nach ihr ganzes Denken und Fihlen und die reale Welt verliert dadurch
immer mehr an Bedeutung. Dies kann so weit gehen, dass sie ihren Tagesablauf total dem
Spielen unterordnen. Besonders gefahrlich wird es nattrlich, wenn es sich dabei auch noch
um aggressive oder gar gewalttatige Spiele handelt.

Deshalb werden von vielen Seiten Verbote solcher Spiele gefordert. Dem halten
betroffene Eltern und P&dagogen jedoch entgegen, dass ein Verbot nichts bringe. Es sei
wichtig, den Jugendlichen andere attraktive Freizeitangebote zu machen. Verbote wirden
die Sache nur umso interessanter machen, auf’erdem hatten Online-Spiele ja auch positive
Effekte, indem sie z.B. wie bei den sogenannten Lan-Partys, bei denen sich Jugendliche mit
ihren PCs vernetzen und Online-Spiele machen, den Gemeinschaftssinn starken.

,,computerspiele sind in einer unglaublichen Art und Weise differenziert geworden,
in einer Komplexitit, dagegen ist jedes Schachspiel langweilig und dumm®, meinte Horx,
Vater des Zukunftsinstituts in Kelkhem am Taunus in einem Gesprach in Frankfurt. Viele
glaubten zu Unrecht, Lesen sei dem Spielen am Computer iiberlegen. ,,Da wird
Kulturdiinkel aufrechterhalten. Man mdchte immer
die alten Kulturtechniken behalten und deshalb definiert man alle neuen erstmal negativ.*
Das umstrittene Computerspiel ,,World of Warkraft“ zum Beispiel werde weltweit von
sieben Millionen Menschen, darunter rund einer halben Million in Deutschland, gespielt.
Dabei lieBBen sich ,,Kooperation, Kampf, Konkurrenz, strategisches und taktisches Denken*
lernen. So wie viele Menschen heute Computerspiele fur gefahrlich hielten, habe das Lesen
von Romanen im 16. bis 18. Jahrhundert als dekadant gegolten. ,,Zu Beginn der Kinofilme
hat man ebenfalls behauptet, die Menschen verschwénden in Scheinwelten und kdénnten
danach mit der Wirklichkeit nicht umgehen.” ,,Die Bedenkentriager sind vor allem die
Medien. Und dann gibt es immer eine Menge von Leuten, die ihre alten Privilegien gegen
die ,,Newcomer* verteidigen wollen. Das ist eine unselige Tradition von der Kirche bis
heute®, sagt Horx. ,,.Die Kirche hat ebenfalls versucht, Kulturtechniken zu dominieren — die
Leute sollten Latein lesen und die Bibel studieren, alles andere galt als abwegig. Dabei
entwickeln sich neue Medien immer durch eine Art Verdauungsprozess. Es kommt eine
neue Technologie auf, man experimentiert damit und dann lernen Menschen langsam,
sinnvoll damit umzugehen.

Europaischer Freiwilligendienst. Soziales Engagement im Ausland.

,,Das Abi riickte immer nédher, aber ich wusste nicht, was ich nach der Schule machen
sollte. Ich wollte etwas Sinnvolles tun — fir mich und fir andere, am liebsten im Ausland.
Aber mir fehlte das Geld fiir einen Auslandsaufenthalt®, sagte die inzwischen 20-j&hrige
Padagogikstudentin Nina Wille. Sie wandte sich an den Europaischen Freiwilligen Dienst
(EFD), der von der Europdischen Union gefordert wird. Der EFD unterstutzt finanziell
schwache oder korperlich beeintrachtigte Jugendliche, die anders nicht die Chance hatten,
ldngere zeit im Ausland zu leben. Er ermoglicht es jungen Leuten zwischen 16 bis 30
Jahren, zwischen 6 wund 12 Monaten in einem anderen (européischen oder
aullereuropéischen) Land zu arbeiten. Die Jugendlichen (bernehmen gemeinnitzige
Tatigkeiten in den Bereichen Soziales, Jugend, Umwelt oder Kultur. Die Arbeit ist
ehrenamtlich, daftr werden Verpflegung und Unterkunft gestellt und die Jugendlichen
erhalten ein monatliches Taschengeld. Sie sollen so die Gelegenheit bekommen,
Kompetenzen zu entwickeln, die eine aktive Beteiligung am gesellschaftlichen Leben und
am Aufbau eines neuen Europas ermdglichen. Die Teilnahme an Seminaren (vor, wahrend
und nach dem Freiwilligendienst) und an einem Sprachkurs sowie die Betreuung durch
einen Tutor sind allerdings Pflicht.

,Das passende Projekt fand ich dann in Polen. In Warschau sollte ich in einer
Behinderteinrichtung arbeiten. Dabei wollte ich wegen der Sprache viel lieber nach England
“ erklart Nina. Aber sie war offen fiir Neues und hat sie sich dann doch fiir Polen
entschieden. Nach einem guten Start im Gastland kam aber schnell die Ernichterung. Das
Leben im Ausland sei eben nicht mit dem Urlaub vergleichbar. Man musse sich im Alltag
zurechtfinden und auch Schwierigkeiten tberwinden, weil3 Nina heute. Auch sie hatte
Probleme, nicht nur mit dem Pauken der Sprache, sondern auch bei der Arbeit mit den
Behinderten, die sie stark belastete. Mehrfach dachte sie ans Aufgeben, doch sie hielt durch
und ist heute froh dariiber. Ihre Erfahrungen mit dem EFD mdchte sie nicht missen. ,,Ich bin
selbststandiger, innerlich starker und offener geworden. Am Ende habe ich Warschau
wirklich lieben gelernt!*, betont die 20-Jahrige. Immer wenn sie von Polen mit seiner
reichen Kultur und den herzlichen Menschen spricht, bekommt sie auch heute noch
glanzende Augen.

Der Spruch war schon in der Antike verbreitet (auch wenn es hier nicht ,,weiter" hiel3,
sondern ,,starker"). Die Weisheit, die blol3e Teilnahme wertzuschatzen, wird allgemein dem
Begrinder der olympischen Spiele der Neuzeit, Pierre de Coubertin, zugeschrieben, obwonhl
der sie so nie formuliert hat. Sein Hinweis, es komme auf die Teilnahme an, nicht aufs
Gewinnen, sollte lediglich einen Streit schlichten, der bei den Spielen in London im Jahre
1908 zwischen Athleten um den unklaren Ausgang eines 400-Meter-Laufs ausgebrochen
war.

Der Mensch jedenfalls, dessen Stérke eher im Allroundbereich liegt, kdnnte mit den
,tierischen” Meisterleistungen in bestimmten einzelnen Bereichen ohnehin kaum mithalten.
Diesen grundsétzlichen Unterschied bemerkte auch bereits der deutsche Dichter Johann
Gottfried Herder (1744-1803), der in seiner ,,Abhandlung (ber den Ursprung der Sprache"
festhielt, dass der Mensch , den Tieren an Stirke und Sicherheit des Instinkts weit
nachstehe". Solches gilt auch fur sportliche Leistungen. In kaum einer Disziplin wére der
Mensch dem Tier gegentber konkurrenzféhig, weil er nicht so einseitig spezialisiert ist.

Nehmen wir das Thema Schnelligkeit. Uber die kiirzeste Distanz, fir die offizielle
Weltrekorde registriert werden, tber 100 Meter, stehen fur Weltrekordhalter Usain Bold
9,58 Sekunden zu Buche. Der Jamaikaner kam so auf 37,58 Stundenkilometer im Schnitt,
sein Spitzenwert lag bei etwa 44 km/h. Er erreichte, gemessen an der Konkurrenz, sowohl
héhere Durchschnittsgeschwindigkeiten tber die 1 OO-Meter-Strecke als auch uber die
200-Meter-Distanz.

Fur das schnellste Tier nicht ernst zu nehmende Werte. Ein Gepard bringt es auf 101
Stundenkilometer. In der freien Wildbahn waére ein Sprinter ihm also hoffnungslos
unterlegen. Fur die Raubkatze vergeht die Zeit beim Laufen dabei sozusagen wie im Flug,
denn sie beschreibt Flugbahnen, die in der Summe ein ebenso grolRes Zeitintervall umfassen
wie die Phasen mit Bodenkontakt. Darum ist er dermalien schnell. Die Krallen erhGhen
dann noch die Bodenhaftung und machen das Tier noch ein bisschen schneller. Der Haken
daran ist, dass der Korper des Tieres bei derartigen Hochstleistungen so stark iberhitzt, dass
es sich nach einem Sprint eine etwa zwanzigminitige Auszeit nehmen muss, um nicht in
Lebensgefahr zu geraten. Mehr Stehvermdgen hat da schon der Gabelbock: Durch eine stark



vermehrte Sauerstoffaufnahme kann er ein Tempo von dber 50 Kilometern pro Stunde
immerhin einige Kilometer lang durchhalten.

Auch Raubvdgel, wie etwa die Wanderfalken, sind ziemlich ausdauernde Jéger. In
der Luft sind freilich noch ganz andere Geschwindigkeiten moglich. Ein Wanderfalke im
Sturzflug knackt die Marke von 200 km/h. Und in dieser Disziplin kann der Mensch
mangels entsprechender Fahigkeiten bekanntlich nicht einmal antreten.

Das wére dann immerhin noch im Wasser der Fall. Im nassen Element l&sst der
Facherfisch trotz des grofReren Strémungswiderstandes mit 109 km/h sogar noch den
Geparden hinter sich. Dagegen sind die 20,91 Sekunden des Brasilianers Cesar Cielo Uber
50 m Freistil das, was man als einen netten Versuch bezeichnen koénnte, der Abstand zur
Konkurrenz féllt jedenfalls deutlicher aus als an Land.

Seine Starke kann der Mensch erst ausspielen, wenn es darum geht, sich Hilfsmittel
zu ersinnen und so Uber sich hinauszuwachsen. Bleibt er allein auf seinen Korper
angewiesen, hat er mit ,,schneller, héher, weiter" wenig Chancen. In einem potenziellen
Wettkampf gegen die Tierwelt heilt es fiir den Menschen also eher: ,,Dabei sein ist alles!"

Die fantastische Musikwelt

Die Vorlieben sind, was sie betrifft, sehr verschieden, sodass bei Jugendlichen
beispielsweise die Identitdt ganzer Gruppen davon gepréagt wird. Ihrer Wirkung entziehen
jedenfalls kann sich der Mensch nicht: Musik ist eine Sprache, die wohl jede und jeder
versteht. Und ihre Pflege ist fur Kultur und Erziehung bedeutsam.

Dies beginnt bereits wahrend der Schwangerschaft. Denn das Ohr ist das erste fertig
ausgebildete Sinnesorgan. Ab Mitte des vierten Monats nimmt das Kind die AulRenwelt also
primér akustisch wahr. Kaum verwunderlich, dass das Kind dabei auf ruhige, melodische
klassische Musik eher mit Wohlgefallen, auf laute Rockmusik hingegen nervos reagiert.
Dauernde Geréduschkulissen, denen sich das Kind ja nicht entziehen kann, stellen zudem
einen belastenden Stressfaktor dar. Musikpadagoge Prof. Dr. Wilfried Waneger hat in
Zusammenarbeit mit Medizinern solcherlei Zusammenhange untersucht. Trotz der dabei
festgestellten Vorteile der Klassik rat er Eltern allerdings, sich damit keinen Zwang anzutun,
wenn man keine klassische Musik mag: ,,Macht die Musik den Eltern Freude, iibertrigt sich
dieses Geflihl auch auf die Kinder." Man darf also wohl auch annehmen, dass fiir eigens
komponierte ,,Schwangerschaftsmusik”, mit der die Musikindustrie wirbt, keine
Notwendigkeit besteht. Der Wirkung der Musik auf das Kind sollte man sich aber schon
bewusst sein.

Demgegendiber ist es alarmierend festzustellen, welch untergeordnete Rolle Musik
offenbar in Kindergarten zu spielen droht. Entgegen den Ergebnissen vieler Studien, die
ihren forderlichen Einfluss auf Kreativitét, soziale und kulturelle Kompetenzen weit tber
rein musische F&higkeiten hinaus belegen, dokumentieren Umfragen, dass der Mangel an
Personal und entsprechender Ausbildung desselben vielerorts nicht nur einen Ausbau
musikalischer Frihférderung verhindert, sondern gar zu einem Rickgang gefuhrt hat. Auch
wenn Kinder schon ganz von selbst die ihnen angeborene Musikalitdt zum Ausdruck zu
bringen vermogen, bedirfen sie doch auch anregender Impulse von auflen, also von
Erwachsenen, um ihre musikalische Sprache entwickeln und differenzieren zu konnen.
Klangexperimente, Rollenspiele mit Gesang oder selbst ausgedachte Lieder sind in dieser
Entwicklungsphase von Bedeutung. Leitlinie muss es sein, Musik fest im Alltag zu
integrieren und sie an Dbestimmten Punkten zu einem regelméRig wiederkehrenden
Bestandteil des Tagesablaufs der Kleinen werden zu lassen.

Im schulischen Bereich werden die musischen Anlagen weiter entfaltet. An einigen
Schulen bestehen sogar besondere Angebote, wie etwa an Grundschulen mit musikalischem
Schwerpunkt oder Musikgymnasien. An Letzteren werden fir alle Klassen bereits von
Anfang an Facher wie Gehorbildung, Musiktheorie oder Komposition obligatorisch
unterrichtet. AuBerdem lernt jeder Schiiler wenigstens zwei Instrumente, darunter Klavier.
Manche dieser Gymnasien kooperieren mit Musikhochschulen. Auf diese Weise erhalten
besonders begabte Schulerinnen und Schiler sogar Stunden bei Musikprofessoren.

Aber auch an Gymnasien herkdmmlicher Pragung sollte Musik eine prdgende Rolle
im Unterricht und als Bereicherung des Schullebens spielen. Das hédngt zum einen mit dem
Status des Faches zusammen. In Bayern etwa war Musik bis vor Kurzem noch nicht fur die
Versetzung in eine héhere Jahrgangsstufe relevant. Dies brachte nicht selten eine gewisse
Geringschatzung seitens der Schiler mit sich, der nun abgeholfen wurde. Damit konnte
auch einer langjahrigen Forderung des bayerischen Lehrerverbandes nach entsprechender
Starkung des Faches Musik endlich Rechnung getragen werden. Zum anderen sind
Angebotsvielfalt und Attraktivitdt entscheidend, also etwa Instrumentalensembles wie
Chore und Bigbands sowie Chore mit schuleigenen Auffiihrungen.

Solcherlei Forderung tut auch not, insbesondere hinsichtlich klassischer Musik. Denn
gehorte der Besuch klassischer Konzerte in Philharmonien, Kirchen und Opernhdusern im



Bildungsbirgertum traditionell zum guten Ton, scheint die Klassik heutzutage ernstlich
bedroht. Nicht zuletzt lebt dieser Zweig der Kultur mehr denn je von Subventionen aus
offentlichen Kassen. Umso wichtiger ware die Vermittlungsfunktion der Schule. Nur jeder
finfte Grundschullehrer ist aber entsprechend ausgebildet, an Gymnasien fallt bis zu einem
Drittel des Musikunterrichts aus. Wen wundert es da, wenn Klassik-Konzerte zu (iberaltern
drohen? Einfallsreich sind allenfalls die Bemuhungen der Musikindustrie, Jugendlichen
Uber entsprechend altersgemal zusammengestellte CD- und DVD-Angebote klassische
Musik ndherzubringen.

Man kdnnte argumentieren, Klassik erfordere eine andere Art Horer als Popmusik, da
man, um sie genieBen zu konnen, Wissen und Erfahrung mitbringen misse. SchlieBlich
erschopfen sich klassische Werke nicht in kurzen Stiicken mit starker Pragung durch den
Rhythmus wie Popmusik. Das Argument ist jedoch, so hebt auch Musikpadagoge Waneger
hervor, spekulativ und in gewisser Weise sogar elitdar. VVon solcherlei Elitedenken werde die
Klassik sich I6sen missen, wolle sie im Uberlebenskampf bestehen. Zumal Jugendliche,
gibt er zu bedenken, wenn sie solch ein Bild vom typischen Klassik-Horer sahen und
tberndhmen, eher abgeschreckt als ermutigt wirden, da es fur sie musikalisch nach wie vor
von entscheidender Bedeutung sei, wohin sich die Mehrheit der Altersgenossen und
Freunde bewege.

Und so liegt die Branche voll im Trend, wenn sie zumal junge Kinstlerinnen und
Kinstler wie Stars prasentiert. Stars der Klassik freilich, die keine Beriihrungsangste dem
Popgenre gegeniber haben, um Klassik n&herzubringen, sind im Gegenteil oft genug als
Grenzganger unterwegs. Mithin verschwimmen die Grenzen der beiden Genres. Diese
Knstler sollen auch andere Eigenschaften mitbringen, die durchaus marktgangig sind, sei
es in puncto Aussehen, Lebensfiihrung oder Medientauglichkeit. Letzten Endes, mag sich
auch manch Verfechter eines konservativen Klassikbildes abwenden, eine Strategie, die der
Realitdt Rechnung zu tragen sucht. Ob sie aufgeht, ist selbstverstandlich eine andere Frage.
In jedem Fall aber dirfte unstrittig sein, dass Musikgenuss und musikalische Kompetenz
Kinder und Jugendlicher gefordert werden sollten. Schlie3lich ist Musik eine Sprache, die
alle verstehen - Uber die Generationen hinweg.
